No extraordinary purchases will be made by the Executive Board that exceeds $500 until the membership has reviewed and approved it at a Local Meeting that includes all Divisions of Local 2038.


Any extraordinary purchases under $500 will be disclosed on a monthly financial statement available to all members.


All other monies spent will also be disclosed on that monthly statement and there will be no categories called “miscellaneous” or “other.”


All contracts for services to the Union Hall will be posted for bids and will be approved by the membership before being accepted.


I believe officials and members who spend money out of their own pocket to conduct Union Business should be fully reimbursed. But I will require claimants to provide receipts and itineraries when seeking reimbursement for travel and other expenses; including the times of meetings, participants from company and Union, location of meetings and mileage claimed. I will develop a form to standardize this practice.


Wasteful and unnecessary financial practices and services at the Union Hall will be curtailed.
